Rocky Street Sprint

Tuesday 13 October 2009 was a critical day for the
proposed 2010 Rockhampton Street Sprint as two
CAMS track inspectors, Stuart Nicol and Phil Harrison,
flew to Rockhampton to look at the two proposed
tracks.

A track focused on Quay Street and using the Riverside
parking ramps was our initial choice, but the chance of
developing another track based around the
Rockhampton Showgrounds has since arisen.

The track inspectors will look at both venues and
outline their requirements. We'll then have the
opportunity of pricing both tracks and making a choice
between them.

The Quay Street track has some inherent advantages
and boosts some qualities which are similar to the
Murwillumbah track used for the highly successful
Festival of Speed on Tweed. On the other hand, the
Showgrounds track will tie in well with the trade fair
and will make good use of Side Show Alley as the pits
for the sprint.

There's plenty of competitor interest in our Street
Sprint. The expression of interest forms continue to
flow in and, in total, we've so far received 55.

We've also received interest in the Event Secretary
position. That's great as it means we're making steady
progress in finding answers to our two great
challenges - finding a suitable track and someone
affiliated with CAMS who can help run the street
sprint.

Both need to be provided on a basis that we can
afford. This will become apparent as the detail
becomes more definite.
